20. TAYLOR RANCH CULTURAL ARTS COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS

COMMENT: At the September 11, 2013 City Council meeting City council agreed to
allow interested residents fill out an application to be consider for appointment to the
Taylor Ranch Cultural Arts Committee. At the October 23, 2013 City Council meeting,
Council requested more time to review the applications and make their appointments
on November 13, 2013. Twelve residents submitted applications.

There is no direct cost to the general fund to establish this committee. However, if
architectural information is required, there may be some additional costs for these
services.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that each City Council member appoint the
12 interested members to the “Taylor Ranch Cultural Arts Committee” and direct staff
to coordinate meetings once the members have been appointed.

21. 1=t QUARTER REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE REPORTS FY 13-14

COMMENT: Submitted for review is the FY 13-14 1st Quarter Revenue and Expenditure
report for General Fund, which covers the 1st Quarter period of July 2013 through
September 2013.

The total revenue collected for the General Fund for 1st Quarter is $4,067,155 with
transfer in of Retirement and Gas Tax of $1,608,072, totaling $5,675,227. The
expenditures of the General Fund for 1st Quarter is $11,593,961.

The financial reports for the other funds such as the Golf, Transit and Self Insurance
Funds will be submitted in December as the implementation of the new accounting
software is still in process.

22. PROP A FUND EXCHANGE

COMMENT: Prop “A” funds in the County of Los Angeles are restricted for transit
purposes only. The Los Angeles Metropolitan Transportation Authority (LAMTA), which
administers such funds, allows cities to expend the restricted Prop “A” funds to
exchange unrestricted revenues for the use of another city’s Prop “A” funds for approved
projects.

The City of Montebello is proposing to exchange One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) of its
uncommitted Proposition "A" Local Return funding with the City of Commerce in
exchange for Seven Hundred and Fifty Thousand Dollars ($750,000) of unrestricted
general funds to the City of Montebello. The transaction, which is documented in the
agreement, is contingent upon approval by the LAMTA. With the fund exchange
Montebello will receive unrestricted funds (general fund) which can then be used to
fund other needed services such as street repairs and tree trimming.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that the City Council take the following
action:_Approve the Agreement assigning $1,000,000 of restricted Prop A Funds’ in
exchange for Seven Hundred and Fifty Thousand Dollars ($750,000) to the City of
Montebello General Fund. These funds can then be used for additional street repairs
and tree trimming needs of the City.

23. MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING REGARDING THE ADMINISTRATION
AND COST SHARING FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE ENHANCED
WATERSHED MANAGEMENT PROGRAM AND THE COORDINATED
INTEGRATED MONITORING PROGRAM FOR THE UPPER LOS ANGELES
RIVER WATERSHED

COMMENT: City Council will consider for approval the Memorandum of Understanding
Regarding the Administration and Cost Sharing for the Development of the Enhanced
Watershed Management Program (EWMP) and Coordinated Integrated Monitoring
Program (CIMP) for the Upper Los Angeles River Watershed which will enable the City of
Montebello to comply with the Regional Water Quality Control Board - Los Angeles
Region updated and adopted National Pollution Discharge Elimination System
Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System Permit Order No. R4-2012-0175 (MS4 Permit).
The Permit requires municipalities in Los Angeles County to reduce the quantity of
storm water going to the ocean and improving the quality of storm water run-off
through the development and implementation of EWMP and CIMP. In order to reduce
the cost of developing and preparing these plans/programs, many cities have joined
together and established the Upper Los Angeles River Watershed. The estimated cost to

prepare these documents is $1,740,578.95 of which the proportionate share for the City
of Montebello is $27,363.46.
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The City of Montebello’s proportionate share of the cost is $27,363 (including a 10%
contingency} to be funded by General Fund, Public Works Budget.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that the City Council approve the
Memorandum of Understanding with the Upper Los Angeles Watershed Management
Group for administration and cost sharing for the development of the Enhanced
Watershed Management Program and the Coordinated Integrated Monitoring Program
for the Upper Los Angeles River Watershed.

24. REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION FOR THE APPROPRIATION OF ASSET
FORFEITURE FUNDS (LAW ENFORCEMENT TRAINING EXPENSES AND
TRAINING RELATED EQUIPMENT)

COMMENT: City Council approval is requested for appropriation of drug asset forfeiture
funds for law enforcement training expenses and training related equipment.
Continued law enforcement training is necessary and in some instances mandated by
Peace Officers Standards and Training. The use of drug asset forfeiture funds is a
permissible use for law enforcement training and training related equipment. The
requested appropriation of funds is $300,000 (three hundred thousand dollars). There
are sufficient funds in the drug asset forfeiture account to support this request.

There is no fiscal impact to the general fund as the funds requested of $300,000 are
special revenue funds of the Asset Forfeiture fund. There is approximately $1.6 million
dollars in the Asset Forfeiture Funds.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that City Council: (1) approve the use of drug
asset forfeiture funds for the use of law enforcement training and training related
equipment; (2) approve the Resolution transferring the requested funds from the drug
asset forfeiture account to the appropriate Trust and Agency (T &A) account determined
by the Director of Finance upon approval of this Resolution.

25. REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION FOR THE APPROPRIATION OF ASSET
FORFEITURE FUNDS (TO SUPPORT INVESTIGATIONS AND OPERATIONS
REGARDING SEIZURES OF ILLEGAL NARCOTICS)

COMMENT: City Council approval is requested for appropriation of drug asset
forfeiture funds to support investigations and operations that may result in furthering
the law enforcement goals and missions such as buy money, informant payments,
witness relocation expenses, flash money etc. The use of drug asset forfeiture funds is
a permissible use for law enforcement to support investigations. The requested
appropriation of funds is $100,000 (one hundred thousand dollars). There are
sufficient funds in the drug asset forfeiture account to support this request.

There is no fiscal impact to the General Fund as the funds requested of $100,000 are
special revenue funds of the Asset Forfeiture fund. There is approximately $1.6 million
dollars in the Asset Forfeiture Funds.

RECOMMENDATION: It is recommended that the City Council: (1) approve the use of
drug asset forfeiture funds to support the Police Department’s Investigations Bureau in
the investigation of criminal activity; (2) approve the transfer of $100,000 from the drug
asset forfeiture fund account to a designated Trust and Agency account.

Date: November 13, 2013

Submitted for your review is the FY13-14 1* quarter Revenue and Expenditure report for
General Fund, which covers 1% quarter period July 2013 through September 2013.

The total revenue collected for the General Fund for 1% quarter is $4,067,155 with
transfer in of Retirement and Gas Tax of $1,608,072, totaling $5,675,227. The
expenditures of the General Fund for 1% quarter is $11,593,961.

The 1 quarter of each fiscal year is generally known as the “dry period” as sales tax and
property tax revenues are not remitted to the City until the months of November,
December and January of each year.

Fiscal Year Ended June 30, 2013, annual audit is underway and is being conducted by
Vasquez and Company. The audit is expected to be completed by December. The
estimated fund balance of the General Fund is approximately $7 million dollars.

The financial reports for the other funds such as the Golf, Transit and Self Insurance

Funds will be submitted in December as the implementation of the new accounting
software is still in process.
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
